REGISTERED STUDENT ORGANIZATION BUDGET BOARDPRIVATE 

CONTINGENCY FUNDING PROGRAM
A program of contingency funding is available to those organizations that received annual funding for the current year.  The contingency funding program is designed to address unforeseen needs relating to existing or new programs arising in the course of the budget year.  The Registered Student Organization Budget Board (RSO BB) schedules contingency funding hearings on an as-needed basis.  Organizations are encouraged to submit realistic and objective requests at least one month prior to the scheduled event in order to allow adequate review time.  The request must be in the format prescribed by the Budget Board.  Organizations’ contingency funds will be maintained in the Student Organization Accounting Office in 319 Squires Student Center.  The Budget Board funds only those programs and activities that meet established policies and procedures.  

1.
Any organization wishing to request Contingency Funding must have been registered with Student Centers and Activities by the end of the fourth (4th) week of the Fall semester, otherwise the organization is not eligible to request Contingency funding.

2. 
Generally, a request must be submitted a minimum of thirty days prior to the planned activity.  The Registered Student Organization Budget Board will not fund an activity after it has transpired.  If the activity is an event that must be approved, the approval should be sought prior to the Budget Board’s review of the request.

3.
Your organization will be requested to make a presentation at a Registered Student Organization Budget Board hearing to discuss the details and finances related to your organization and the proposed activity.  Be prepared to discuss how financial figures were derived.

4.
A sample contingency request is on the back of this document.  While requests may vary with 

the type of proposed event, all requests must include the information headers in the sample.

Submit your organization’s contingency request electronically to stuact@vt.edu 
It must be received at least 30 days in advance of needing the funding.  The Board cannot approve funding for anything that has been purchased prior to the board making a decision or after the event has occurred.
